High prices cut non-Basmati rice
exports 37%

New Delhi,
 Rising domestic rice prices have affected exports

this year with shipment of the non-Basmati variety fall-
ing about 37 per cent or 10 lakh tonnes, over the previ-
ous year. Though Basmati rice exports have also de-
clined 1.5 per cent, but experts don’t suggest price as
reason behind it.  Arvind Kumar Gupta, Director of the
Basmati Export Development Institution that comes
under the Agricultural and Processed Food Products
Export Development Authority (APEDA), told IANS,
“Prices of non-Basmati rice are high in the country,
which has affected its demand overseas. Exports have
declined in the first four months of this financial year
(FY20) against the corresponding period of FY19”. Ac-
cording to APEDA data, 17,06,891 tonnes of non-
Basmati rice were exported in April-July of FY20 against
26,94,827 tonnes in the same period of FY19. The non-
Basmati rice exports have declined around 9.88 lakh
tonnes or 36.66 per cent.   In value terms, it has declined
by 36.30 per cent to Rs 48.16 crore over the smape pe-
riod of FY19. Similarly, Basmati rice exports have de-
clined by 1.42 lakh tonnes to 14.35 lakh tonnes be-
tween April and July against the year-ago period. Vijay
Setia, Chairman, All India Rice Exporters Association,
said due to the high prices of non-Basmati rice its de-
mand had soften in the foreign market. “The paddy is
sold on the minimum support price (MSP) decided by
the government, which pushes rates compared with
other competitive countries”.

The international community
also needs to support Yemen’s local economy to help
the impoverished country recover from the devasta-
tion wrought by the civil war that began in 2015, Bukera
said.“The continued support of donors like Qatar is es-
sential to ensure that no child, woman or man goes
hungry in Yemen,” he said.WFP is helping feed over 11
million people in Yemen each month, support that has
so far helped avert famine in Yemen, the UN agency
said. But, over 20 million Yemenis continue to struggle
to get enough to eat each day and humanitarian food
aid remains critical, it warned.Malnutrition rates among
women and children remain dangerously high with
around 3 million at risk of acute malnutrition, WFP
said.The country’s economic collapse and outbreaks of
disease have exacerbated the food crisis in Yemen, WFP
warned. Besides food assistance, investment in restor-
ing livelihoods and rebuilding infrastructure is also
needed to rebuild the country, WFP said.

Why nobody wants to run Rapid Metro
Gurugram,

 With the deadline for
the continuation of the
Gurugram Rapid Metro end-
ing on September 17,
speculation remains rife
whether HUDA will run the
enterprise, as the current
concessionaire Rapid Metro
Rail Gurgaon Ltd (RMGL) has
expressed its inability to run
it any further.

The Rapid Metro was
constructed by IL&FS Infra-
structure in two phases. In
the first phase, the company
built 5.1 km elevated track,
connecting National High-
way No. 8 at Shankar Chowk
with Sikandarpur DMRC sta-
tion, covering six stations.
The second phase of the
system was opened to the
public on March 31, 2017.

Built in three years at a
cost of Rs 1,450 crore, the
service was opened for pub-
lic in November 2013. How-
ever, residents of Gurugram
will tell you that low rider-
ship, high cost and poor lo-
cation were responsible for
the demise of the metro op-
eration.

The two special purpose
vehicles (SPVs) of IL&FS —
Rapid Metro Rail Gurgaon
Limited (RMGL) and Rapid
Metro Rail Gurgaon South
Limited — which have been
running the Rapid Metro in
Gurugram since 2013 and
2017, respectively, have

served their termination
notices to the state govern-
ment stating an alleged
breach of contract.

India’s infrastructure
deficit story is well docu-
mented and when built up
infra like this ill fated Rapid
Metro project succumbs to
the dictates of time, it is an
even bigger travesty.

It is now incumbent on
the Haryana Urban Devel-
opment Authority (HUDA)
to not just run this opera-
tion, but also fix what is
broke. People in Gurugram
will tell you that the line
needs to be taken towards
old Gurugram across the Ex-
pressway which is in dire
need of good public trans-
port.

HUDA will have to study
the modalities of reviving
the ridership, which is in dis-
repair, and extending the
line to areas which actually
require such a Rapid Metro.
By combining this with the
Delhi Metro, it can be a
game changer as a local
transport instrumentality in
higher middle and lower in-
come density areas.

By taking it to the higher
income stretch of Golf
Course Road, Rapid Metro
actually did a disservice to
the operation for the resi-
dents there don’t require
public transport.

The annual report of

2017-18 throws up a strange
fact. It shows that the Rapid
Metro earned more from ad-
vertisements than passen-
ger traffic. About 60 per cent
of the revenues came from
advertisements, while the
share of traffic revenues was
only 39 per cent.

There are multiple rea-
sons for this. However, the
biggest issue is project
alignment. The Phase I of
Rapid Metro revolves
around Cyber City, which is
a work area, but not every-
one working there lives
around on the Rapid Metro
line.

The Phase 2 alignment
along the Golf Course Road
was a non-starter. This is be-
cause the area neither has
density, nor mixed-income
groups. On the other hand,
the old Gurugram on the
opposite side of NH 48 has
all the elements that could
ensure high ridership, but it
doesn’t even have a single
Metro line.

IANS has tried to under-
stand why India’s first pri-
vately owned Metro has
come to such a sorry pass
that nobody wants to have
anything to do with it. When
contacted, IL&FS formally
refused to comment, saying
the matter is sub judice.

Both fare revenues and
non-fare revenues form the
overall revenue stream for

Metros. Since Metros are
treated as social infrastruc-
ture, fare is typically regu-
lated and thus fare revenue
by itself can never help
achieve break even for
Metro projects. This has
been the global trend in all
the cities with metros.

Non-fare revenues typi-
cally comprise avenues like
advertising, property devel-
opment, retail etc. Revenues
for both SPVs were substan-
tially affected due to many
rights not being accorded
under the provisions of the
concession agreement,
Metro Act, as also the obli-
gations of the Government
of Haryana agreed between
the Government of India,
Government of Haryana
and Delhi Metro Rail Corpo-
ration (DMRC) while accord-
ing “in-principle” approval
to the project. This has led
to breaches of the conces-
sion agreements by the Au-
thority due to:

* Substantial with-
drawal of advertisement
rights for both the SPVs due
to multiple rounds of modi-
fications to bye-laws by the
Urban Local Bodies Depart-
ment, framed between Sep-
tember 2016 and May 2018.
The amendments imposed
a ban on advertisements on
areas like:a) Metro pillars, a
prolific source of revenue
generation

Washington,
 The US has sanctioned

three entities it accused of
perpetrating cyber attacks
on behalf of the North Ko-
rean government to sup-
port Pyongyang’s “illicit
weapon and missile
programmes”.

The new measures tar-
get the Lazarus Group,
Bluenoroff, and Andariel, all
of which are controlled by
the Reconnaissance General
Bureau, North Korea’s pri-
mary intelligence bureau,
Yonhap news agency re-
ported.

The Lazarus Group’s ac-
tivities were widely reported
after it was blamed for the
2014 cyber attack of Sony
Pictures Entertainment and
the 2017 WannaCry
ransomware attack on
countries including the US
and Britain.

Bluenoroff and Andariel
are sub-groups of the
Lazarus Group, according to
the US Department of the
Treasury.

“Treasury is taking ac-
tion against North Korean
hacking groups that have
been perpetrating cyber at-
tacks to support illicit
weapon and missile pro-
grams,” Treasury Under Sec-
retary for Terrorism and Fi-
nancial Intelligence Sigal
Mandelker said in a state-
ment on Friday.

“We will continue to en-
force existing U.S. and UN
sanctions against North Ko-

US sanctions 3 N.Korean state-
sponsored hacking groups

rea and work with the inter-
national community to im-
prove cybersecurity of fi-
nancial networks,” she said.

The sanctions freeze all
of the entities’ property and
interests in the

US, as well as those of
other entities that are
owned 50 per cent or more
by the three groups.

Bluenoroff had at-
tempted to steal more than
$1.1 billion from financial
institutions by 2018, and
successfully carried out such
operations against banks in

countries including South
Korea, Bangladesh and In-
dia, the Treasury said, citing
industry and press report-
ing.

Andariel, it said, contin-
ues to target the South Ko-
rean government in order to
gather intelligence, and in
September 2016, hacked
into the then South Korean
defence minister’s personal
computer.

Last week a UN panel of
experts estimated that
North Korea has acquired as
much as $2 billion through

cyberattacks and said it is
conducting investigations
into at least 35 reported
cyberattacks involving
North Korean actors.

The latest Treasury mea-
sures come as
denuclearisation negotia-
tions between the US and
North Korea remain dead-
locked due to Washington’s
insistence on Pyongyang’s
complete denuclearisation
and the North’s demands for
sanctions relief and security
guarantees.

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CIA unveils Cold War spy-
pigeon missions: Report

Washington,
 The Central Intelligence

Agency (CIA) has declassi-
fied details of its secret Cold
War spy-pigeon missions,
revealing how pigeons were
trained for clandestine op-
erations photographing
sensitive sites inside the So-
viet Union and dolphins for
underwater missions, the
media reported.

According to the BBC,
the files also reveal how
ravens were used to drop
bugging devices on win-
dow sills. The report says
that the CIA believed ani-
mals could fulfil “unique”
tasks for the agency’s clan-
destine operations.

The newly-released files
show that the 1970s’ opera-
tion was codenamed Tacana
and explored the use of pi-
geons with tiny cameras to
automatically take photos.

It took advantage of the
fact that the humble pigeon
is possessed of an amazing
ability - almost a super-
power. They can be dropped
somewhere they have never
been before and still find
their way hundreds of miles
back home.

The use of pigeons for
communications dates back
thousands of years but it
was in World War I that they
began to be used for intelli-
gence gathering, the BBC
reported citing the files.

In World War II, a little
known branch of British in-
telligence - MI14(d) - ran a
Secret Pigeon Service which
dropped birds in a container
with a parachute over Occu-
pied Europe. A question-
naire was attached. More
than 1,000 pigeons re-
turned with messages in-
cluding details of V1 rocket
launch sites and German ra-
dar stations, reveal the files.

One message from a re-
sistance group called
Leopold Vindictive pro-
duced a 12-page intelli-
gence report sent directly to
former UK Prime Minister
Winston Churchill. After the
war, a special “Pigeon Sub-
Committee” of Britain’s Joint
Intelligence Committee
looked at options for the
Cold War.

But while British opera-
tions were largely shut
down, the CIA took over in
exploiting pigeon power.

The files reveal that later
the CIA trained a raven to
deliver and retrieve small
objects of up to 40g from
the window sill of inacces-
sible buildings.

A flashing red laser
beam was used to mark the
target and a special lamp

was used to draw the bird
back. On one occasion in
Europe, the CIA secretly de-
livered an eavesdropping
device by bird to a window
(although no audio was
picked up from the in-
tended target).

The CIA also looked at
whether migratory birds
could be used to place sen-
sors to detect whether the
Soviet Union had tested
chemical weapons.

According to the BBC, it
also appeared there were
trials of some kind of elec-
tric brain stimulation to
guide dogs remotely, al-
though many of the details
were still classified.

A previously reported
operation called Acoustic
Kitty involved placing listen-
ing devices inside a cat.

In the 1960s, the files
show the CIA looked at us-
ing dolphins for “harbour
penetration” either manned
or unmanned. One problem
was in handing over control
from a trainer who had
worked with a dolphin to a
field agent.

There were also tests on
whether dolphins could
carry sensors to collect the
sounds of Soviet nuclear
submarines or look for ra-
dioactive or biological
weapons traces from nearby
facilities. They also looked at
whether dolphins could re-
trieve or place packages on
ships on the move.

By 1967, the CIA was
spending more than
$600,000 on three
programmes — Oxygas for
dolphins, Axiolite

involving birds and
Kechel with dogs and cats.

Pigeons proved the
most effective and by the
mid 1970s the CIA began
flying a series of test mis-
sions. One was over a prison,
another over the Navy Yards
in Washington DC.

Islamabad,
 After Bilawal Bhutto

warned that Sindhudesh,
Seraikidesh and
Pukhtundesh could be
formed if the Imran Khan
government continued its
dictatorship, Foreign Minis-
ter Shah Mahmood Qureshi
said that it was not reason-
able for Pakistan People’s
Party (PPP) chief to speak
about “Sindhudesh” and
“Pakhtunistan”.

Qureshi on Friday urged
National Assembly mem-
bers from Sindh not to cre-
ate an impression for the
world that there was “a wave
of provincial discrimination”
in Pakistan.

In a reference to remarks
made by Bhutto, Qureshi
warned: “Those who spoke
about Pakhtunistan, pit gae
(were defeated); those who
speak about Sindhudesh will
also be defeated.

“I am hopeful that every
Sindhi will support Paki-
stan.”

Qureshi’s remarks come
after Bhutto on Thursday
lashed out at the federal
government for “trying to
occupy Karachi” following
Law Minister Farogh
Naseem’s statement that the
Imran Khan government
was considering taking over
the administrative affairs of
Karachi through a little-
known constitutional provi-
sion.

“This country has al-
ready been broken once in
the past when Islamabad
tried to control a state,” he

Qureshi slams Bilawal for talking
about ‘Sindhudesh’, ‘Pakhtunistan’

said in reference to the se-
cession of Bangladesh.

He added that after
Bangladesh, Sindhudesh,
Seraikidesh and
Pukhtundesh can be
formed.

Bhutto said running a
country was not like playing
a cricket match, adding that
the Imran Khan-led govern-
ment was playing with the
Constitution.

He added that Prime
Minister Khan has made
people political prisoners
and it was unacceptable

that affairs of Karachi were
being run from Islamabad.

On Wednesday, Naseem
told a private TV channel
that a strategic committee
on Karachi was going to rec-
ommend to Khan that he
should invoke Article 149 for
the uplift of Karachi.

Qureshi said that
Naseem had clarified his re-
marks regarding invoking
Article 149 in Karachi.

The Foreign Minister
said that Naseem’s remarks
were being distorted and
misrepresented and now

that the minister had issued
a clarification, there was
nothing to be fearful of.

The provision Article
149(4) reads: “The executive
authority of the federation
shall also extend to the giv-
ing of directions to a prov-
ince as to the manner in
which the executive author-
ity thereof is to be exercised
for the purpose of prevent-
ing any grave menace to the
peace or tranquillity or eco-
nomic life of Pakistan or any
part thereof.”

Tiny bubbles in our body to fight
cancer better than chemo

New York,
 Researchers have found

that tiny bubbles in our
body might potentially be
used to treat cancer and
could fight the disease bet-
ter than chemotherapy.

Healthy cells in our body
release nano-sized bubbles
that transfer genetic mate-
rial such as DNA and RNA to
other cells. It’s your DNA that
stores the important infor-
mation necessary for RNA to
produce proteins and make
sure they act accordingly.

According to the re-
searchers, these bubbly ex-
tracellular vesicles (EV )
could become mini treat-
ment transporters, carrying
a combination of therapeu-

tic drugs and genes that tar-
get cancer cells and kill
them.

The study, published in
the journal Molecular Can-
cer Therapeutics, focused on
breast cancer cells in mice.

“What we’ve done is im-
prove a therapeutic ap-
proach to delivering en-
zyme-producing genes that
can convert certain drugs
into toxic agents and target
tumours,” said the study’s
lead author Masamitsu
Kanada, Assistant Professor
at the Michigan State Uni-
versity.

These drugs or prodrugs
start out as inactive com-
pounds. But once they me-
tabolize in the body, they

are immediately activated
and can get to work on
fighting everything from
cancer to headaches.

Aspirin is an example of
a common prodrug.

In this case, researchers
used EVs, to deliver the en-
zyme-producing genes that
could activate a prodrug
combination therapy of
ganciclovir and CB1954 in
breast cancer cells.

Minicircle DNA and
regular plasmid - two differ-
ent gene vectors that act as
additional delivery mecha-
nisms for DNA - were loaded
into the vesicles to see
which was better at helping
transport treatment.

This is known as a gene-

directed enzyme, prodrug
therapy.

They found that the
minicircle DNA was 14
times more effective at de-
livery and even more suc-
cessful at killing cancerous
tumours.

“Conventional chemo-
therapy isn’t able to differ-
entiate between tumours
and normal tissue, so it at-
tacks it all,” Kanada said.

With EVs, treatment
can be targeted and be-
cause of their compatibil-
ity with the human body,
this type of delivery could
minimize the risk of un-
wanted immune re-
sponses that can come
with other gene therapies.

US, Brazil agree to
Amazon development

Washington,
 The US and Brazil have

agreed to promote private-
sector development in the
Amazon and has also
pledged a $100 million
biodiversity conservation
fund for the world’s largest
rainforest which has been
ravaged by massive wild-
fires.

The developments took
place during a meeting here
on Friday between Brazilian
Foreign Minister Ernesto
Araujo and US Secretary of
State Mike Pompeo, the BBC
reported.

Addressing the media,
Araujo said opening the
rainforest to economic de-
velopment was the only way
to protect it, adding that
claims the country was “not
able to cope with the chal-
lenges” were false.

“We want to be together
in the endeavour to create
development for the Ama-

zon region which we are
convinced is the only way to
protect the forest.

“So we need new initia-
tives, new productive initia-
tives, that create jobs, that
create revenue for people in
the Amazon and that’s
where our partnership with
the US will be very impor-
tant for us,” he said.

Pompeo said the
biodiversity investment
fund would support busi-
nesses in hard to reach areas
of the Amazon.

“The Brazilians and the
American teams will follow
through on our commit-
ment that our presidents
made in March. We’re get-
ting off the ground a $100
million, 11-year Impact In-
vestment Fund for Amazon
biodiversity conservation
and that project will be led
by the private sector.”

More than 80,000 fires
have broken out in the Ama-
zon rainforest so far this
year, the BBC said.

Also on Friday, Finland
urged European Union
countries to consider stop-
ping importing beef and
soybeans.
