Petrol, diesel prices go for
pause, relief likely ahead

New Delhi,

Fuel prices have gone

for a pause after rising on 22

of the past 24 days as oil

marketing  companies

(OMC) kept the pump prices

of petrol and diesel un-
changed on Tuesday.

In the national capital,
petrol price on Tuesday
stood at Rs 80.43 per litre
and diesel at Rs 80.53 a litre,
same level as Monday when
the OMCs had increased the
price of the two fuels by five
paise and 14 paise respec-
tively.

Sources in public sector
oil companies said that con-
sumers could get relief from
the regular price rise of the
two petroleum products in
coming days as the pause
on Tuesday could be repli-
cated in several of the com-
ing days due to softening of
global oil prices.

Also, the companies
have covered most of the

shortfall arising when for 82
continuous days (from
March 14 to June 6) petrol
and diesel prices remained
unchanged while govern-
ment substantially raised
taxes on the products.

Starting from June 7,
petrol price has increased
by Rs 9.17 and diesel by Rs
11.14in the national capital.
In the other cities the mag-
nitude of increase was simi-
lar. For the last six to seven
days, the quantum of daily
increase has fallen from 60
paise per litre to less than 20
paise per litre.

With global oil prices re-
maining around $ 40 a bar-
rel, any fall in oil prices now
may result in fuel consum-
ers actually getting the ben-
efit of a cut on petrol and
diesel prices.

In a historic develop-
ment, the price of diesel
surged above that of petrol
in the national capital dur-

ing this period. It continues
to remain higher even
though on Saturday the
quantum of petrol price
hike was higher than that of
diesel.

Officials in the oil mar-
keting companies said that
itis hard to predict which of
the two fuels will be priced
higher in the national capi-
tal as the gap between the
two is almost negligible.But
petrol prices have shown
more volatility in interna-
tional markets that may take
it ahead once again in com-
ing days.

Apart from Delhi, the re-
tail prices of petrol and die-
sel have followed the tradi-
tional path in other metros
with petrol being priced at
a premium of between Rs
five and eight per litre. The
difference between the auto
fuel prices in Delhi and
other metros is because of
the taxation structure.

GST collection drops 9% to Rs 90,917 cr in June

New Delhi,

The COVID-19 induced
shrinking of economic activ-
ity for past few months has
continued to have itsimpact
on government'’s tax collec-
tions with revenue under
the Goods and Services Tax
(GST) falling far below the
psychological level of Rs 1
lakh crore to Rs 90,917 crore
in June.

The June collections,
which is 91 per cent of last
years numbers,is however,a
recovery from previous two
months when COVID-19 in-
duced lockdowns and se-
vere disruptions in eco-
nomic activities resulting in
GST collections nosediving
to all time low levels.

The GST collections for
the month of April was Rs
32,294 crore which was
mere 28 per cent of the rev-
enue collected during the
same month last year and
the GST collections for the
month of May was Rs 62,009
crore which was 62 per cent
of the revenue collected
during the same month last
year.

Accordingly,the GST col-
lections for the first quarter
of the year (FY21) is at a low

Researchers have found
that staring at a deep-red
light for three minutes a day
can significantly improve
declining eyesight.

Published in the Jour-
nals of Gerontology, the
study could signal the dawn
of new affordable home-
based eye therapies, help-
ing millions of people glo-
bally with naturally declin-
ing vision.”Our study shows
that it is possible to signifi-
cantly improve vision that
has declined in aged indi-
viduals, by using simple
brief exposures to light
wavelengths that recharge
the lowered energy system
intheretina cells,”said study
lead author Glen Jeffery
from University College Lon-
don in the UK.

“Totry to stem or reverse
this decline, we sought to
reboot the retina’s ageing
cells with short bursts of
longwave light,” Jeffery
added.

In humans, around the
age of 40, cells in the eye’s
retina begin to age, and the

pace of this ageing is caused
in part when the cell’s mito-
chondria, whose role is to
produce energy (known as
ATP) and boost cell function,
also start to decline.

Mitochondrial density is
greatest in the retina’s pho-
toreceptor cells,which have
high energy demands. As a
result, the retina ages faster
than other organs, with a 70
per cent ATP reduction over
life,causing a significant de-
clinein photoreceptor func-
tion as they lack the energy
to perform their normal role.

Researchers built on
their previous findings in
mice, bumblebees and fruit
flies, which all found signifi-
cant improvements in the
function of the retina’s pho-
toreceptors when their eyes
were exposed to 670
nanometres (long wave-
length) deep-red light.

For the study, 24 people
(12 male, 12 female) aged
between 28 and 72, who
had no ocular disease, were
recruited. All participants
were then given a small LED
torch to take home and
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Staring at deep-red light may
improve declining eyesight

were asked to look into its
deep-red 670nm light beam
for three minutes a day for
two weeks.

Researchers found the
670nm light had no impact
in younger individuals, but
in those around 40 years
and over, significant im-
provements were obtained.

The cone colour con-
trast sensitivity (ability to
detect colours) improved by
up to 20 per cent in some
people aged around 40 and
over. Improvements were
more significant in the blue
part of the colour spectrum
that is more vulnerable in
ageing.

Rod sensitivity (ability to
see in low light) also im-
proved significantly in those
aged around 40 and over,
though less than colour
contrast, the researchers
said. “The technology is
simple and very safe, using
adeep-red light of a specific
wavelength that is ab-
sorbed by mitochondria in
the retina that supply en-
ergy for cellular function, the
authors wrote.

Asset monetization in Jio Platforms along with
the $7 billion rightsissue s hould reduce Reliance
Industries Limited (RIL)s net debt by more than half,
according to a report by Morgan Stanley.

It said that multiple catalysts are in play with
faster than expected deleveraging, improving de-
mand and margin outlook on refining and chemi-
cals, top quartile earnings CAGR of 23 per cent over
F20-23,and digitisation, supporting multiples.

Reliance Industries announced today an invest-
ment of $252 million by Intel Capital for a 0.39 per
cent stake in Jio Platforms.

This investment values Jio Platforms at $68.8
billion,along similar lines as the recently announced
stake sale.

To date,RIL has sold 25.1 per cent of Jio Platforms,
which equates to raising $15.7 billion at current ex-
change rates.”We believe asset monetization in Jio
Platforms along with the $7 billion rights issue
should reduce RILs net debt by more than half,”
Morgan Stanley said in the report.

Late fee on GST returns capped till
July to Rs 500
New Delhi,

In a major relief to the GST taxpayers, the gov-
ernment has decided to cap the maximum late fee
for Form GSTR-3B at Rs 500 per return for the ex-
tended tax period of July 2017 to July 2020 subject
to the condition that such returns are filed before
September 30, 2020.

The Central Board of Indirect taxes and Customs
(CBIC) has notified that there will be nil late fees if
thereis no tax liability;and, if there is any tax liability
then a maximum late fee of Rs 500 per return would
be applicable to such GSTR-3B returns filed upto
September 30.

Earlier, the GST Council in its meeting on June
12 decided to reduce the late fee on the filing of
GSTR-3B returns for the period between July 2017
and January 2020 to Rs 500.For February,March and
April, it reduced interest rate on late payment for
small taxpayers while exempted this category from
late fee, if the returns in FORM GSTR-3B for the sup-
plies effected in the months of May, June and July,
were furnished by September end.

CBIC said that various representations were re-
ceived to give further relief in late fee charged for
the tax periods of May 2020 to July 2020, in addition
to earlier provided relief for February 2020 to April
2020 and relief provided for cleaning up past pen-
dency of returns from July, 2017 to January, 2020.
