US trade body seeks prelimmary

mjunction agamst Facebook

Washington,

The US Federal Trade
Commission is seeking a
preliminary injunction
against Facebook over its
anti-competitive market
practices. According to a
report in The Wall Street
Journal, the FTC action
“would  focus on

Facebook’s policies con-

cerning it how it inte-
grates its apps or allows
them to work with po-
tential rivals” Facebook’s
key products include
Instagram, Messenger
and WhatsApp. After the
report was out on Thurs-
day, Facebook shares fell
2.7 per cent at the end of
the trading  day.
Facebookis aiming to in-
tegrate all its apps and
encrypt them end-to-
end, which is a worry for
law enforcement officials
including Attorney Gen-

eral William Barr. It argues
that the move would give
users more privacy. The US
House Anti-Trust Commit-
tee has also opened probes
into Facebook and other
tech giants to determine if
they prevent competition
and hurt consumers. Nearly
50 attorneys general have
officially joined the investi-
gation into Facebook for its
anti-competitive market
practices. They are “all con-
cerned that Facebook may
have put consumer data at
risk, reduced the quality of
consumers’ choices, and in-
creased the price of adver-
tising”“We will use every in-
vestigative tool at our dis-
posal to determine whether
Facebook’s actions stifled
competition and put users
at risk,” New York Attorney
General Letitia James said in
a statement recently.
Facebook had earlier said it

will work “constructively”
with the attorneys gen-
eral and engage with
policy makers in a discus-
sion about the competi-
tive environment.“Social
media is a critical part of
doing business in today’s
economy. Any effort by
Facebook to unlawfully
stifle competition could
cause wide-ranging harm
to smaller companies, re-
strict consumer choice,
and increase costs for all,”
said Connecticut Attorney
GeneralWilliamTong."The
District of Columbia has
joined this investigation
to ensure Facebook is giv-
ing a fair shake to district
residents and the Ameri-
can people. No company
gets a pass if it throttles
competitors and exploits
consumers,” said District
of Columbia Attorney
General Karl A.Racine.

regulatory filing the Bengaluru-based Indian multi-
national firm that provides business consulting, in-
formation technology and outsourcing services, said.
Regarding the Schall Law Firm asking investors
with losses in excess of $100,000 to contact the firm,
Infosys said that it is “not uncommon” for plaintiff’s
lawyers asking potential plainftiffs to contact them,
for applying lead plaintiff status. “It appears that the
press communications by the Schall Law Firm is so-
liciting potential lead plaintiff applicants,” it added.
According to the law firm Infosys made false and mis-
leading statements to the market and used improper
recognition of revenue to boost short-term profits.

2020 5G iPhone won’t get a major

price increase

5G components are projected to raise the produc-
tion cost of the new iPhones by anywhere from $30
to $100.

Kuo states that Apple intends to offset this addi-
tional cost by reducing its supply chain expenses, in-
cluding dropping its upfront non-recurring engineer-
ing payment to suppliers of the redesigned metal
chassis and frame for 5G iPhone, news portal iMore
reported recently.

Kuo believes that Apple intends to bring this,
along with other areas of external research and de-
velopment, in house.

This price would be inter-
esting and make the foldable device available to all
users. The current Galaxy Fold handset is priced at
nearly $2,000, which is not an amount most people
are willing to pay and is not accessible to a larger seg-
ment of the population. The company is planning to
use a cheaper design for bringing down its price with
just 256GB of internal storage, half of what the cur-
rent Galaxy Fold offers at 512GB.
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
