SC acquits 69-year-old woman m dowry
case 1n absence of consistent evidence

New Delhi, Feb 5
(IANS) In the absence of
any firm or consistent ev-
idence, the Supreme
Court has acquitted a 69-
year-old woman who was
booked in 2005 under the
dowry prohibition law.

A bench of Justices
Vikram Nath and Sand-
eep Mehta was hearing a
special leave petition
against a decision of the
Telangana High Court,
which had upheld the ap-
pellant's conviction under
Section 420 IPC and Sec-
tion 4 of the Dowry Prohi-
bition Act but reduced her
sentence of six months
simple imprisonment to
two months.

As per the prosecu-
tion, in November 2005,
an engagement ceremo-
ny took place between the
complainant and the ap-
pellant's son, where Rs
50,000 was allegedly paid
to the accused persons
as a dowry.

Subsequently, the ap-
pellant and other accused
demanded an additional
dowry of Rs 5 lakh in
cash, 20 tolas of gold, and
other items, threatening

to cancel the marriage if
their demands were not
met. Despite offering Rs
1. 5 lakh as a compro-
mise, the complainant's
family was allegedly re-
fused entry into the appel-
lant's home, and the mar-
riage was called off. An
FIR was lodged against
the appellant and two oth-
er accused, and after due
investigation, the police
filed a charge sheet.

The trial convicted the
appellant along with the
two accused under the
Dowry Prohibition Act,
sentencing each to rigor-
ous imprisonment of three
years and six months re-
spectively (with fines). On
appeal, Hyderabad's Met-
ropolitan Sessions Judge
modified the sentence by
reducing it to six months
simple imprisonment for
each offence, while main-
taining the conviction.

In April 2023, the Te-
langana High Court part-
ly allowed the revision
plea of the appellant by
reducing the sentence to
two months' simple im-
prisonment for each of-
fence along with a higher

fine amount but upheld
the findings of guilt. In its
judgement, the Apex
Court said that the prose-
cution's assertion of an al-
leged dowry payment of
Rs 50,000/- on the date of
engagement remains un-
substantiated by any doc-
umentary evidence or in-
dependent corroboration.
It added that in the
present case, the prose-
cution has relied heavily
on oral testimonies, how-
ever, a close examination
of the record reveals that
these testimonies are
marred by inconsisten-
cies, lack of corrobora-
tion, and potential bias,
rendering them unreliable
as a whole.

In the absence of any
firm or consistent evi-
dence, the claim of a paid
dowry remains insuffi-
ciently proven.

In cases involving al-
legations of dowry de-
mand and associated of-
fences, the prosecution
bears the burden of es-
tablishing its case through
consistent and credible
evidence," the Top Court
emphasised.

S.Korea's foreign reserves hit 5-year

low in January amid weak won

Seoul, Feb 5 (IANS) South Korea's foreign re-
serves fell from a month earlier to reach the lowest
level in nearly five years amid the weak local cur-
rency, central bank data showed on Wednesday. The
country's foreign reserves had come to $411.01 bil-
lion as of end-January, down $4.59 billion from a
month earlier, according to the data from the Bank
of Korea (BOK), reports Yonhap news agency.lt was
the lowest level since June 2020, when the figure
came to $410.7 billion, and January's reading
marked the sharpest decline since April 2024. The
decrease was attributable to financial autorities' re-
sponses to the volatility in the foreign exchange
market.The local currency dropped to the lowest lev-
elin nearly 16 years, falling below 1,460 won against
the U.S. dollar in December.

Global capability centres in India
to generate 10 lakh jobs by 2030

New Delhi, Feb 5 (IANS) India is leading the global
capability centre (GCC) race and GCCs are expected
to generate 10 lakh jobs in the country in the next six
years, a report showed on Wednesday. According to
the report, the Indian GCC ecosystem is expected to
create 4.25-4.5 lakh new jobs this year, with 35 per
cent of GCCs eyeing 50-100 per cent workforce ex-
pansion. Fuelled by its vast skilled workforce and sup-
portive policies, India has emerged as the top GCC
destination. Overall, the sector is expected to employ
3.3 million professionals by 2030, according to NLB
Services, a leading global technology and digital talent
solutions provider. The report highlighted rising demand
for entry-level talent across GCCs, especially across
skills like customer experience and support services
(17 per cent), cybersecurity and data protection (17
per cent), digital transformation and automation (14
per cent).GCCs across Bengaluru, Mumbai, Pune and
Chennai are poised to drive the demand for freshers
in the sector.Signalling commitment to future-ready
workforces and equipping youth for next-gen innova-
tion, 42 per cent of GCCs are likely to bolster their
workforce with a significant 50 per cent surge by 2030,
